‘A Hostage in Chechnya’ – 6th March 2009
This promises to be a fascinating talk. In April 1997 Camilla Carr & Jon James set off to Chechnya as volunteers to set up and teach in a rehabilitation centre for war-traumatised children. Two months later they were kidnapped and there followed fourteen months of imprisonment, fear and extreme deprivation in a variety of extremely uncomfortable ‘homes’. This is a fascinating story of how they survived their terrifying ordeal. They were finally released in September 1998. Camilla & Jon have now married and they have recently written a book about their experiences entitled The Sky is Always There.
